Since 2004, the monitoring team of the Centre for Peace, Nonviolence and Human Rights- Osijek, Documenta-Centre for Dealing with the Past, and the Civic Committee for Human Rights have monitored war crime trials in the Republic of Croatia and some war crime trials in the Republic of Serbia, and Bosnia and Herzegovina. 
In their introductory remarks, Katarina Kruhonja and Zoran Pusić presented the findings and recommendations of the monitoring team for year 2008. The monitoring team assessed that, in 2008, the judicial, executive and legislative bodies of the Republic of Croatia failed to make the expected, necessary, and objectively feasible step forward in either improving the quality of war crime trials or creating a positive atmosphere for conducting of war crime trials. 
Branko Hrvatin, the Republic of Croatia Supreme Court President; Antun Kvakan, Deputy Chief State Attorney; Ivan Šimonović, Minister of Justice; Branko Turić, Ministry of Interior War Crimes Department Chief, presented the plans and priorities of the judiciary and the police.
Stjepan Mesić, President of the Republic of Croatia, and Ambassador Vincent Degert, Head of the Delegation of the European Commission to Croatia, addressed the attendees of the round-table. 
The following persons took part in the discussion: Slobodan Budak, lawyer; Luka Šušak, lawyer; Milorad Pupovac, the Croatian Parliament representative; Petar Novoselec, Zagreb Law Faculty professor; Sanibor Vuletin, the Šibenik County Court President; Zoran Šangut, “Vukovar 1991“ Lawyers' Association; Slobodan Lang and Josip Jurčević.

The event was also attended by representatives of human rights organisations, war veterans' organisations, Croatian associations of victims of war, law students from Osijek, Zagreb, Split and Rijeka, and representatives of embassies to the Republic of Croatia: the Embassy of Finland, the Embassy of the Kingdom of Spain, the Royal Norwegian Embassy, the Embassy of the Republic of Slovenia, the Embassy of the Republic of Hungary, the Embassy of the Kingdom of the Netherlands, the Embassy of the Republic of Montenegro, the Embassy of Bosnia and Herzegovina, the Embassy of the Republic of Serbia, the Embassy of Australia, the Embassy of the United States of America, and representatives of the ICTY, UNDP and OSCE.
